(1)	CLASS WORK							
Students are not required to have any background information or training in finance or financial law to take this course. It is assumed that all candidates have not studied any of the material covered previously.
Students are not required to purchase any separate texts and Professor Walker has written up a substantial amount of dedicated material for the course or provided other published work with separate reading lists available for those who wish to undertake their own research and enquiry during the course of the year. All necessary reading will be provided on the system. 
(2)	DICTIONARIES AND GLOSSARIES
A list of Electronic Dictionaries or Glossaries are provided which students can refer to confirm the meaning of any technical term used in their reading or in class. Students can then refer to any of these at any time to build up their command of the vocabulary used in the Financial Law.
A separate list of key Web Sites is also be provided which students are invited to become familiar with although these are not necessary for examination purposes.
(3)	FINANCIAL NEWSPAPERS AND MAGAZINES
Students are encouraged to refer to core financial newspapers and journals on a regular basis. This is not part of the formal coursework and is not examinable as such although it will assist candidates become familiar with the key current issues and developments in the area. 
This specifically includes the Financial Times newspaper, which is published on a daily basis, and The Economist magazine, which is published weekly (although it is only necessary to refer to the financial section which is around 8 to 10 pages). 
There is no need to purchase these as they should be available in the library or through available online electronic facilities.  
(4)	PALGRAVE 
Where key subjects or topics come up with which students are unfamiliar, they can also either refer to The New Palgrave Dictionary of Money and Finance (Macmillan London 1992) 3 Volumes or Wikipedia. Copies of Palgrave should again be available in the library.
(5)	DISSERTATIONS AND EXAMINATION TECHNIQUE
Additional notes on Dissertation Preparation and Examination Revision and Technique will be provided by Professor Walker during the course of the year.
