A young software company in Silicon Valley, called ‘Dapple’, wishes to raise money in the London Eurodollar markets. It has developed a new online conference facility called ‘Dreams’ and wants to raise a further $100 milion to construct a new server farm facility in the UK and for product development and business expansion purposes, in particular, in Europe and Asia. It has been advised that it will either have to prepare an Information Memorandum for loan market use or a bond prospectus in the capital markets. It has been forced into discussions with Microsoft with regard to possible trademark and patent breach and is concerned that some of its financial projections may by overstated following the Coronavirus crisis. Advise the company on any possible liability issues that may arise.
