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Question 1
The negative pledge clause in a term loan agreement relies on flawed legal logic. Discuss.
Question 2
A major British engineering company wishes to fund a number of potentially new lucrative projects across the world. Explain the relative advantages and disadvantages of either borrowing in the banking or capital markets.

Question 3
English law permits arranger (or lead manager) liability in a syndicated loan to be reduced to zero. Discuss.
Question 4
A US electronics company with a major plan in the UK wishes to extend its UK and European facilities. The company may either borrow through the Euro syndicated loan or bond markets. The company has nevertheless been threatened with litigation in relation to a separate intellectual property dispute with a Japanese competitor firm. Concerns have also arisen with regard to possible valuation over statements in its recent stated financial performance figures. Outline the issues that have to be considered in preparing the relevant funding documentation.
Question 5
A large European infrastructure construction company intends to raise funding in the capital markets. It asks for your advice on the various options available including specifically with regard to interest rate and duration alternatives.
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
