Question 2
A major international hotel group wishes to build a luxury beach resort complex in the south of France. It has been advised that it may borrow funds from either the banking or capital markets. Discuss the relative advantages and disadvantages of each.
Question 3
Outline the principal sets of obligations that may be imposed under a typical term loan agreement in an international finance transaction.
Question 4
A large Greek shipping company has been forced to consider rescheduling its outstanding loan based funding commitments. It intends to reschedule all of its existing loans amounting to 100,000,000 and replace them with a single new twenty year term loan facility. You are asked to advise on the principal legal documentation that will be required and the main potential liability issues that may arise.
Question 5
Aston Martin cars in the UK wishes to raise funds to support the construction of a new electric car plant in England. It needs to obtain funds for land purchase, plan construction, fitting-out and working capital purposes. Explain the various options available through the capital markets.
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
