This will include inter alia Fusion (including Cold Fusion), Quantum (including Neuromorphic, Photonic, Biological and Analogue) Computing, BioTech, NanoTech and Artificial Intelligence (AI)(including General AI and Super AI) with the other subjects listed below. The objective is to prepare a set of short Summary Reports on each of the key subjects referred to and it would very useful if each project member could prepare either 1 or 2 these. These are based on the full ‘Technology Law & Ethics’ paper attached. The objective is to prepare a series of ‘Digital Online Study Notes’ or ‘Study Packs’ for each subject area. This is in the styles provided (below) which is in Arial Black 8 pitch with teaching outlines and for the ‘Financial Technology (Short Reading List). These only have to be extended to include useful YouTube or other Video links. The intention is to try to prepare a 1 page note (front and back) for each subject building in the most recent papers, reports, commentaries or video links (using html links). This initially creates a short interactive 1 page (front and back) ‘Study Note’ which can then be extended to create a larger ‘Study Report’ or ‘Study Pack’ simply by ‘copying and pasting’ in key paragraphs (and sets of recommendations) from each of the key reports referred to. This will produce a final set of Interactive Online Reports or Study Packs which operate simply by clicking on the links provided. The basic material can be taken from the relevant section in the ‘Technology Law & Ethics’ paper attached although we would also like to update and revise any of this in any way possible from the general internet. Please simply incorporate any new reports, sets of summary recommendations, commentaries and YouTube video links that you think are appropriate. The Study Notes can then be used online as webpages or by themselves for study, teaching and reference purposes and built into a separate full ‘Technology Law Report’ and set of ‘Technology Law Recommendations’ to be produced. We also have a series of draft papers on some of the principal technology areas concerned (attached) and you are more than welcome to use these or assist update and finalise them although this is not necessary as part of the project. Please do not consider that you are any obligation to update these. The shorter notes are of more importance. All of this will then be built into a final ‘Technology Law Report’ to be produced which is already in a draft format. If possible, it would be very useful to provide the first draft notes by end Easter and possibly final notes or packs by Summer 2024 to allow time to complete the final set. These are very important subjects at this time and it would be excellent if we were able to make some contribution to pulling together all of the most important reports and commentaries and to make some final recommendations for reform in all of these areas.
