e SML4006 Culture and Language (30 credits, Full Year, Level 4).
e COMA4207 The Scene of Learning (30 credits, Full Year, Level 4).
e COMA4206 Introduction to Comparison (15 credits, Semester A, Level 4).
e COMA4210 Understanding Culture: Exploring the Big Questions (15 credits, Semester B, Level 4).
